CREATE - the creative process (plan, explore, experiment, re-work, produce…)

CONNECT - explore various artists, cultures, historical periods…

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1.  “The Dot” & Art Portfolios
CREATE & CONNECT…  
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CREATE 
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Materials: 
· “The Dot” picture book by Peter H. Reynolds

· Bristol board (one sheet per student)
· Block Tempera Paint
· Paint brushes
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Water containers
· Sponge/container for ‘wiping’ brush between colours

· Sharpie markers (“Now sign it.”)
· Protections for work space (newspaper, table cloth, canvas…)
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PROCESS 
· Introduce ‘portfolios’ as places to safely store and/or transport artwork
· Read aloud ‘The Dot’

· Distribute Bristol board, and demonstrate how to fold it in half
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Introduce block tempera paint as the medium, reviewing how to handle a paint brush and painting routines (e.g. ‘soak & swirl’ and ‘rinse and wipe’ when changing colours)

· Invite students to ‘make their mark’, creating anything they’d like with the paint, and by staring with…  a dot!
· When they are finished painting, ask student to be just like Vashti…  
“Now sign it!”

· TEACHER TIP…  Have labels ready for students’ portfolios, surname first, to store in alphabetical order.

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2.  Mixing Colour:  How Many Greens?  
MATERIALS…
· cartridge paper (scraps)
· liquid tempera paints (blue & yellow)
· palettes
· water containers
· paint brushes 
CREATE…
PROCESS
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Review paint brush skills
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Demonstrate how to mix colours on the paper
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Mix a few samples of green
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TEACHER TIP:  Always start with the LIGHTEST or WEAKEST colour first (e.g. yellow) and add the DARKER or STRONGER colour bit by bit, mixing until you achieve the desired hue.

CREATE 
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Materials:

· Cartridge Paper (e.g. 12”x12” or 18”x24”)

· Oil Pastel (for the plan/drawing)

· Block Tempera Paint 

· Paint brushes

· Water containers

· Protections for work space (newspaper, table cloth, canvas…)
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PROCESS 
Draw with an Oil Pastel
· Start with a centre shape 
· Draw BIG petal shapes (fill the paper)

· Add details (e.g. texture) 
Paint
· Paint the main thing first (the flower)

· Choose a colour to paint the background

	I Can…
· Draw lines and shapes with pastel
· Create a BIG flower (fill the page)
· Control a brush to apply paint

· Make my own colour choices

· Discuss and describe my art
