1.  Christmas Tree – Resist

CREATE... 
Materials:

Oil Pastels OR wax crayon

Cartridge Paper (various sizes)

Block Tempera Paint

Water Containers

Paint Brushes

Newspapers to protect desks

PROCESS…  
1. Choose your paper size and print your name on the back of the paper.

With oil pastel OR wax crayon…

2. Draw a HORIZON LINE low on the page and colour in the ground (or floor if inside)
3. Use LINES and SHAPES to draw a Christmas tree that fills your paper
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Include DETAILS as you wish (e.g. decorations on the tree; snowflakes in the sky if outside…)

5. Colour in just the MAIN THING (your tree with its details)   
· TEACHER TIP:  Let students know they will be PAINTING the background, so they will only need to colour the MAIN THING (the tree with its details)
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 Apply a wash (a watery, even layer of paint) over your picture to paint the background.  Demonstrate how to make the paint watery by adding ‘three brush scoops’ of water and swirling it in the paint.  Parts that have been coloured with crayon (or pastel) will RESIST the paint, letting your picture show through.

	I Can…
· Start with a horizon line

· Use the whole paper for my picture

· Use lines and shapes to draw a tree

· Add details to my picture

· Apply a wash using a large paint brush

CREATE...

Materials: 
12”x15” Coloured Construction Paper (e.g. blue, black, purple…)
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Liquid Tempera Paint (white)
Paint brushes
Desk protectors (e.g. newspaper, table tarp…)

Water containers (to soak brushes when finished)
Painted Paper Scraps on trays for each group
(For painted scraps, see ARTful Hour 
Scissors

Glue Sticks
Black Oil Pastel
PROCESS…  

1. Print your name on the back with pencil

2. Practice holding the paintbrush (“Just like my pencil in my printing hand”)
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Demonstrate how to paint a horizon line near 
the bottom of your page and paint the snowy ground
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Demonstrate how to ‘draw’ or outline a shape first with your paintbrush, then fill it in, 
‘re-loading’ your brush as needed.
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Discuss size of the snowballs needed:  Start with the biggest (bottom), then the medium (middle), 
then the small (top)
6. Use the back of your paintbrush (or cotton swabs) to add snowflakes in the sky/background
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Paint just the shape of a snowman (e.g. using circles)

	I Can…
· Hold and control a paint brush

· Paint a horizon line (where the sky meets the ground)

· Paint shapes to create a snowman




7. COLLAGE:  Demonstrate how to cut out SHAPES for the details (e.g., square and rectangle for a hat, triangle for a nose, circles for buttons…).  Introduce and demonstrate COLLAGE and the sharing/use of paint scraps for cutting and pasting DETAILS onto the snowman

The black pastel can be used to add LINES 
for ‘stick’ arms if students wish.

	I Can…
· Add details to my snowman

· Use scissors to cut out shapes

· Attach shapes to my snowman using a glue stick
· Explain that collage means to cut and paste




3. Printmaking – Poinsettias

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CREATE...

Materials 

-cartridge paper (e.g. 12”x14”) 
-sponges cut into petal and leaf shapes

-liquid tempera paint 
  (3 colours for petals; 1 colour for leaves; 1 colour for background)
-trays for paint

-newspapers to protect desks

-cotton swabs and liquid tempera paint in yellow (for flower centres)

-OPTIONAL:  paint brushes for painting backgrounds

-water container for soaking brushes when finished painting

PREP:  Cut out kitchen sponges into petal/leaf shapes
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PROCESS…

1.  Start with the ‘CENTRE’ of the flowers…
Use yellow tempera paint and cotton swabs to create dots for the flower centres (‘twonie’ size): 

· 3-4 centres
· Not too close to edge 
(leave space for petals) 
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2.  Printmaking – Using Sponges to ‘Stamp’ 
· Dip (or brush) paint onto sponge from tray
· Press or ‘stamp’ sponge around centres
of each flower to create petals 

· TIP…Reload sponge with paint as needed!
· Add leaves with smaller sponges
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3. OPTIONAL:  Use a brush to paint the background space all around the poinsettias.
