                        Connect:  K-2.3.3  Describe how visual arts are used in    

             school and at home (e.g.  knitting, quilting, sewing…)
INTRO:  Look at samples of blankets and identify different kinds of lines
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Materials: 
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-cartridge paper (e.g., 9”x12”) 
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-liquid tempera paint

-palettes/containers for paint
-paintbrushes 

-water containers
-sponges in container 

-newspaper or old file folders to protect desks 
“I Can” Skills…  Paintbrush Skills & Painting (GCO 2; page 3)
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Hold and handle a paint brush… 

“Just like my pencil in my printing hand.”
· Load (and re-load) paint onto my paintbrush

· Rinse the brush before changing colour
· Apply different brush strokes to create lines
· Create my own blanket design
Artist’s Clean-Up:

1. Brush in water

2. Painting to Drying Spot

2.  Create Art Work… Based on Response to Music 
K-2.1.2  Create artworks based on memory, mood, feeling, imagination, and fantasy including responses to music and literature.
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Materials:

-cartridge paper (e.g., 12”x18”, 12”x14”)
-oil pastel (black)
-paint brushes
-block tempera paint
-water containers
INTRO… 
· Listen to a selection of instrumental music, and move your body to ‘match’ the music

· Seated, draw different kinds of lines in the air that ‘show’ the music (visually express what you hear)
· Using a black oil pastel, draw lines across the page (e.g. 12”x18”) that represent the music

· Play a variety of musical selections, exploring/drawing different kinds of lines for different kinds of music
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CREATE

PROCESS... 
1. Choose ONE of the musical selections
2. Listen to the music again, then use lines to visually express what you hear
· TEACHER TIP…  Have listening stations with earphones for students to listen to specific selections, OR have a rotating centre for each musical selection to have a turn
3. Think of the artwork as a ‘whole’ now, using all of the space on the page
4. Introduce/Review painting skills (block tempera paint; ‘pucks’…  “Soak & Swirl”)
5. Add colour to further express the mood or feeling of your musical selection
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Examples of musical selections:

“Simple Gifts” from “Mental Mozart – Classical Music” album

“Turkish March” from “Children’s Classics:  Relaxing Piano Favourites” album

“Flight of the Bumble Bee” from “Boston Pops Christmas” album

“The Running River – Drumming for Dance Class” from “Soukouss Ta:  African Drums and Music” album

“Dance of the Sugar Plum Fairies” from “Christmas Music:  A Nut Cracker Christmas” album

“The Sister’s Reel from Natalie MacMaster’s “Cape Breton Girl” album

“The Chess Game” from “Harry Potter Soundtrack”

“Hedwig’s Theme” from “Harry Potter Soundtrack”

“Peter and the Wolf” from Children’s Classics:  Relaxing Piano Favourites” album
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Connect:  Students will be expected to develop critical awareness of and value for the role of the arts in creating and reflecting culture.  Students will begin to understand that visual art is a record of human experiences and expressions.

	VIEW & DISCUSS:

0. The title of this painting, Composition 8, suggests an association with music. Imagine that you could hear sounds coming out of this image. What kinds of things might you hear? What type of music does Composition 8 suggest to you? Describe some of the qualities that this musical work would have. Why?

1. As students view this work, play several selections of different types of pre-recorded music. Ask students to decide which musical work relates most closely to the painting. 

2. Are there aspects of this work that seem to refer to things in the observable world? Are there parts that seem to be completely invented by the artist, or does it seem to be a combination of these two realms? Explain your perceptions.

3. Describe the way that Kandinsky has used color in this work. Does it convey a particular mood, feeling, sensation, or sense of place? Do you have any personal associations with this palette (combination of colors)? 

4. Kandinsky uses a variety of shapes, lines, and colors to create this painting. List the steps and tools the artist might have used to create this work. 

5. Although Kandinsky named this work Composition 8, generate a list of alternative titles that would be appropriate for this painting.

3.  Cylinder Kites (See attached)
(Lesson adapted from Drawing and Painting Activities:  Using Masterworks as Inspiration” by Crystal Productions;  Consultant:  Kay Alexander)
Materials:

-pencil and paper for practice 
-coloured construction paper (e.g. 12”x18”)
-white chalk or white pencil crayons
-oil pastels or wax crayons (Crayola “Construction  Paper Crayons”)
-white glue or stapler

-scissors

-string & hole punch
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INTRO…   Look at samples of Children’s Day kites and the print by Japanese artist Ando Hiroshige that shows Japanese fish kites.
PRACTICE…

· Practice:  draw lines to make rows that are 4 fingers wide
· In each row, draw a pattern using lines and shapes
CREATE…

· Use chalk to draw rows on your construction paper (guide)
· Draw your patterns in between the lines and colour them with oil pastel or crayon
· Two large dots at the top could represent eyes
· Leave the last row blank; cut into a fringe for your kite
