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1. Kinds of Lines...  Designing a Scarf
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MATERIALS
· “Kinds of Lines” Powerpoint for introduction
· Cartridge Paper (e.g. 4”x18”)

· Oil Pastels

· Paintbrushes

· Block Tempera Paint
· Water containers 

· Newspaper to protect Desks
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Paper towels for wiping brushes between colours

INTRO…
· Kinds of Lines…  Discuss and identify different kinds of lines (eg. straight, zigzag, wavy, loopy, thick, thin, solid, broken…).  Look at some scarves to identify different kinds of lines, and discuss the use of line and colour to create patterns on the scarves.
CREATE

PROCESS…
· TEACHER TIP – Students print their name on the back of the paper before starting
· Using oil pastels, work edge-to-edge across the page with different kinds of lines to create your own scarf design
· Extend your design along the entire paper.  Will you use line and colour to create a patterns?  

· Review/introduce a paintbrush as a tool for applying paint (e.g. Hold it “just like my pencil in my printing hand’ to control the tool)

· Demonstrate how to SOAK the brush into water, SWIRL it in the tempera block, and apply lines of paint over the pastel.  The paint will stick to the paper, but not to the pastel lines…  the oil RESISTS the paint

Demonstrate how to clean your brush between colours (WIGGLE against the bottom of the water container, PRESS/PRESS both sides of the brush gently against the side of the container to get rid of water, then WIPE with a paper towel.)
· Start with one colour, painting all the stripes/lines you want with that colour, then clean your brush and move on to the next colour…

· ‘scarves’ can be hung to dry on a piece of string with clothespins

· Option to cut a ‘fringe’ into both ends of the paper once the paint is dry
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“I Can” Skills…
· Draw & identify different kinds of lines
· Handle a paintbrush
· Describe my art and the choices I made
CLEAN-UP...

1. Paint brush in the water container
2. Take your art to the safe drying place
3. Wipe up your work space and put paper towel in the garbage 
4. Wash your hands.  
5. Free drawings/sketchbooks if you finish early
TEACHER TIP:  
· The amount of student involvement will depend on your group.  I usually gather the paint trays, containers with brushes and newspaper for recycle, but sometimes a student volunteer can carry water containers filled with brushes or the paint trays back to the supply table when everyone is finished.  Wash brushes in warm water, and always store with bristles UP.
Connect/Communicate:  
· Students volunteer to share and describe their work 
(Examples…  Identify a favourite line used, describe something new they tried, describe a pattern they created…)

Why do you think the artist makes pictures of hearts?
Artist:  Jim Dine 
· Born in Cincinnati, Ohio, on June 16, 1935
· Pop Art = he takes a popular thing and uses it in his art (e.g. hearts)
· A painter and a sculptor
CREATE:  Heart Design 
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Materials:

· Cartridge Paper (e.g. )
· Oil Pastels

· Block Tempera Paint

· Water Containers

· Paint Brushes

· Newspapers (protect desks) 
· Paper Towel
PROCESS:  Session 1
1. Print your name on the back of the paper.

2. Start by folding the paper in half.
3. Draw a heart shape on each half of the paper (‘templates’ optional)
4. Demonstrate…
· Using various kinds of lines, shapes, colours…
· Experimenting with oil pastels (e.g. solids, patterns, overlapping, blending…)

5. Encourage individual exploration with the materials

6. Optional:  Retrace the outline of your original 2 heart shapes with black pastel for emphasis

· TEACHER TIP…  Distribute paper towels to ‘wipe’ the end of a pastel when you need a clean colour.  Demonstrate how to twist the pastel inside the crumpled paper towel as if you were using a pencil sharpener.
“I Can” Skills…

· Draw heart shapes

· Experiment with oil pastels

PROCESS:  Session 2…  Painting the Background
1. Review how to hold a paint brush (“Just like my pencil in my printing hand.”)

2. Demonstrate how to SOAK & SWIRL to get the block tempera paint ready 
3. Demonstrate how to apply the watery paint to the BACKGROUND, making choices about the colour, shapes, lines, patterns you want to try…
“I Can” Skills…

· Control the paint brush

· Practice painting routines

· Fill the background with paint
· Describe my art and the choices I’ve made

CLEAN-UP...

1. Paint brush in the water container

2. Take your art to the safe drying place

3. Wipe up your work space and put paper towel in the garbage 

4. Wash your hands.  

5. Free drawings/sketchbooks if you finish early

Connect/Communicate:  

· Students volunteer to share and describe their work 

(Examples…  Identify a favourite line used, describe something new they tried, describe a pattern they created…)

3.  Modelling Clay Sculpture

Materials:

· Modelling Clay (e.g. Plasticine)
· Cutting Tool (e.g. fishing line) & storage containers (e.g. baggies or egg cartons)

· Paper towel for wiping hands between colours

· Found Objects (toothpicks or small twigs…)

· Teacher Tip:  Pre-cut the modeling clay and store each colour separately in bags or containers.  Plasticine modeling clay will NOT dry out and can be re-used.

CREATE:  PROCESS 
1.  Introduce the MEDIUM (modeling clay) & ‘play’ with a little bit first, sharing observations about what it feels like… (collect the ‘play’ bits)

2.  Introduce modeling techniques:

· roll (a sphere/ball)
· roll (a cylinder/noodle)
· press (to flatten/like a pancake)
· pinch (to ‘shape’ or ‘sculpt)
3.  Look at images of ‘snowmen’ and discuss the shapes & forms

4.  Distribute small ‘chunks’ of white modeling clay for students to start a snowman sculpture

5.  Add details to your sculpture using modeling clay and modeling techniques (press, pinch…)

“I Can” Skills…

· Roll, Pinch & Press to sculpt
· Identify & describe ‘sculpture’
· Create a snowman sculpture 
· Add detail to my sculpture
Clean-Up:
1.  Sculpture to Display Box (e.g. photocopy paper box lid)
2.  Label (printed on cardstock)
3.  Modeling Clay returned

Extensions…
     Photographs for Portfolios;                Small creatures photographed             Unit Study:  Penguins
     or to make ‘note cards’                             in an outdoor ‘habitat’                   ‘Show what you know.’
Art Displays that ‘Teach’…

Possibilities:
· Text to describe and/or photographs to show works in progress

· Identify target skills/outcomes
