Early Elementary = Personal Expression through Art and Picture Making

CREATE - the creative process (plan, explore, experiment, re-work, produce…)

CONNECT - explore various artists, cultures, historical periods…

COMMUNICATE - share, respond, reflect, discuss, etc. own works and works by others…
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Definition of PRINTMAKING - Any of several techniques for making multiple copies of a single image; some examples are woodcuts, etchings, and silk-screen prints (Glossary, NB Gr. K-2 Visual Arts Education; Draft)
· TEACHER TIP…  Look for ‘Printmaking’ info binder & printmaking tools in your school’s art supplies.
1.  Part 1:  Friends…  Printmaking With Stamps

Materials:
· Cartridge Paper (rectangles) 
· Liquid tempera paint

· Paint Brushes for mixing colours
· Plates/Palettes for mixing

· Stamps (e.g. circle, square, rectangle shapes…)
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CREATE

· Print your name on the back of your paper
· Start with stamp supplies & paint for ‘circles/heads’ with flesh colours mixed by students
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TEACHER TIP:  To mix flesh colours, have brown, yellow, red/magenta, white and black paint handy.  White and yellow are weaker or lighter hues, and will require more paint to impact the mixture.  Red and black are stronger or darker hues (‘bossy’ colours), and require less paint.  When mixing colours, start with the weaker hue and gradually, bit by bit, add stronger hues.  Model how to mix a few different flesh colours, then have students work in pairs to create a flesh colour.
· Create a row of ‘heads’ by stamping circles and/or ovals that are spaced a bit apart

· Switch stamp supplies & paint for ‘rectangles/bodies’ 

· Add ‘bodies’ by stamping squares/rectangle right below the ‘heads’/circles/ovals

· TEACHER TIP:  Position the ‘body/rectangle’ so that it touches the ‘head/circle’. 

· Set works aside to dry, soak supplies in soapy water, and wash hands
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“I Can” Skills…
· Mix paint to create flesh colours 
· Use stamps to ‘print’ shapes
· Arrange prints to create ‘heads’ & ‘bodies’

Printmaking with a Stencil…  
Materials:

· Colour Wheel

· Cartridge Paper 
· Heart-shaped Stencils on cardstock

· Tape (to attach stencil to desk)

· Oil Pastels

· Block Tempera Paints

· Paint Brushes

· Water Containers
Warm Colours = red, orange & yellow (associated with heat and fire)

Cool Colours = green, blue & purple (associated with water, snow and ice)

CREATE

PROCESS... 

· Place stencil on paper and tape down

· Color inside the stencil with warm oil pastels

· Remove stencil 
· Paint background using a cool colour
Extension:  Experiment with a variety of prints!

(e.g. different sizes/kinds of paper & purposes to make

artworks, cards, bookmarks…)

“I Can” Skills…  
· Use a stencil to create a heart
· Experiment with different kinds of lines
· Handle drawing and painting tools
· Identify warm and cool colours
3.  Wintery Streetscape with Paint & collage
MATERIALS…
· Coloured Construction paper 
· (for background & for collage)

· Scissors

· Glue (e.g. white glue & spatulas)

· White liquid tempera Paint

· Paintbrush

· Water containers


CREATE
PROCESS 
Starting with the Paint: 
· Paint a horizon line (low on the page)
· Paint the snowy ground 
· Cleanup:  Brush in water to soak 
Collage:

· Start with BIG ‘structure’ or ‘building’ shapes (e.g. wall, roof…)

· Teacher Tip:  Students might choose, in advance, a specific building from their community (e.g. apartment buildings, store, house, ibrary, school, church…)
· Glue shapes in place
· Cut out ‘detail’ shapes (e.g. windows, doors, fence…)
· Glue details in place
Finishing with Paint:
· Use the END/TIP of a paintbrush (or cotton swabs) to add ‘dots’ for snow on your wintery scene
· Paint snow where it would accumulate (e.g. roof top…)
“I Can” Skills…
· Paint the ‘ground’ in a picture
· Cut & paste shapes to create buildings 
· Cut & paste to add ‘detail’ to my buildings
· Use a brush for different techniques 

(e.g. ‘dots’ using the end/tip)

· Describe what ‘streetscape’ means
Display works in a row to create a ‘Wintery Streetscape’; or in a grid to create a quilt effect.
4. Part 2:  “Friends”…  Drawing Details

MATERIALS…
· Prints from Part 1 (heads & bodies)

· Drawing Tool (e.g. black crayons or black markers…)


CREATE… 
PROCESS:  
· Discuss ‘details’…  what can be added 
to make these shapes look like people

“I Can” Skills…
· Explain what ‘detail’ is
· Handle a drawing tool 
· Add detail to create people
