CREATE
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Materials:
· Cartridge paper (small!)
· Newsprint/Placemat (to protect desks!)
· Coloured Markers (e.g. Crayola wide nib)
· Scissors
· Glue Stick 
· Boxboard (2.5 cm  or 1” wide strips)
· Magnets & glue gun (adult-use ONLY!)
· Baggies (to store works-in-progress)
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‘Triple Thick’ & Paint brush (adult-use ONLY!)
· Optional:  ‘backers’ (masking tape to attach & Sharpie to ‘sign’)
· TEACHER TIP:  “Art Mats” to protect work space…

RE-use old legal-size 8.5”x14” file folders; open to use as placemat!
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Thanks to Bev Farnham & the Gr. 1 Teachers at RES for this handy tip!

PROCESS 
1. Discuss & create patterns using line, shape, space, colour…

2. Cut out a square (or rectangle) from the boxboard
3. Then cut out a triangle from the boxboard for the roof
4. Apply lots of glue to the boxboard, then adhere it to the ‘back’ of your patterned paper.  (TIP:  different patterns for each piece for extra colour and vividness!)
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Trim around the boxboard
6. Glue the roof piece onto the house piece
7. Add details (no more cardboard required)…  doors, windows, hearts, etc., 
using lots of different patterns/colours.
Next…

1. Adult uses glue gun to attach magnet to back
2. Use Masking Tape to attach magnet to a ‘backer’
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Artist signs the backer
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Adult applies ‘Triple Thick’ gloss coat; let dry for 24 hours
2.  Paper Relief Design & Radial Symmetry
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CREATE 
Materials:
· Cartridge Paper (e.g. 12”x12”)
· Coloured photocopy paper (e.g. 3”x3”)
· Pencil & ruler
· Glue sticks
· Optional:  Placemat for gluing
· Slideshare Resource:  “Radial Symmetry in Art, Math and…  http://www.slideshare.net/nwalkup/radial-symmetry 
PROCESS
1. Guidelines:  Use a ruler and a pencil to LIGHTLY measure and draw two lines that intersect at the centre of the page, dividing the large square into four equal sections. 
2. Using smaller pieces of coloured paper (e.g. 3”x3”), fold to create three-dimensional shapes that can be glued onto the paper, working to ‘replicate’ the design in each section of the paper to create radial symmetry.  Shapes can be overlapped and extended to create more intricate, elaborate patterns.
3.  FOLD, glue and position to create a pattern that demonstrates radial symmetry…

3. Textile Art:  Intro to Weaving

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CREATE

Materials:
· Popsicle Sticks (loom)

· Glue Gun (loom)

· Yarn or Wool

· Scissors

· Strips of fabric, felt…  (optional)
· TEACHER TIP…  thicker yarn is easier to work with!
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PROCESS

Make a Loom (a device for weaving):

1. Arrange 4 popsicle sticks to create a square.
2. Use a hot glue gun to attach the sticks 
Getting Started:

1. Tie the WARP yarn to one end of the loom. 
2. Wrap the WARP yarn end-to-end around the loom until you have 5 ‘loops’ at each end and a total of 10 WARP threads.

3. Tie the end of the WARP yarn to the loom.

Weaving:
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Tie the WEFT yarn to the bottom corner WARP thread.

2. Use the WEFT yarn to weave ‘under and over’ for the first row.

3. Wrap around the end WARP thread.

4. Continue ‘under, over, under, over…’, back and forth.

5. Change yarn by tying it off and continue weaving. 

6. When you are all finished you tie off on the last row to the final WARP thread. 

7. Trim and tuck all little knots you have.
