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Sketchbooks…
Encourage their use for unstructured drawing and doodling time, to practice observational drawing, for planning, risk-taking, envisioning, experimenting, revising and exploring; ideal for spare time (e.g. ‘early finishers’, indoor recess…)
1.  LINE… An Element of Art & Design
INTRO…  Identify different kinds of lines
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CREATE...

Materials:

-pencil

-cartridge paper (9”x12”)
-Crayola water-based markers (wide nib)
PROCESS…  
1. With pencil draw a pumpkin (or large shape) that is so big, it goes OFF-THE-PAGE at the bottom; include details, like the stem and the surface ‘lines’
2. Choose the Crayola marker colours you’d like to use (e.g. to create a pattern)
3. Start with a straight, horizontal line for the background

4. At the edge of the pumpkin, use an exaggerated curved line, pretending it’s a ‘bump’, and do this each time you come to a new section of the pumpkin.
5. Continue across the page with a straight, horizontal line for the background.
6. Repeat using your next colour(s), and continue the pattern using parallel lines placed next to each other
· TIP…  Place the lines as close together as possible to amplify the 3D effect!
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Extension Ideas…  Experiment with the same technique with other shapes, such as your hand.

2. Lines, Shapes, Techniques for Space/Distance 
	Some Techniques to Create the Illusion of Space or Distance:

PLACEMENT:  the foreground (closest part of the picture) is usually found near the bottom of the page, and the background (farthest away) is usually found near the top (usually, but not always)

SIZE:  objects appear larger up close (in the foreground), and appear smaller when they are further away (in the background)

OVERLAP:  as objects recede in distance, they appear to be tucked ‘under’ or ‘behind’ those that are closer, or ‘in front’.
DETAIL:  the closer an object (e.g. in the foreground), the more detail we see.  Further away (e.g. in the background), little detail can be detected

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CREATE...

Materials: 
-cartridge paper (12”x16”)
-pencils

-Sharpie waterproof markers (fine)

-Crayola wide nib markers (MUST be “WASHABLE”)
-Watercolour sets

-watercolour brushes
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-water containers
PART ONE:
1. Start with a HORIZON LINE (where the sky meets the ground/sea)
2. In the FOREGROUND, use lines and shapes to create a row of pumpkins along bottom of page
3. Using OVERLAP and SIZE, create the illusion of a field filled with pumpkins, stopping once you reach the horizon line.  Include DETAILS, such as stems and vines, if you wish.
4. Include other objects in the field if you wish, such as trees, a fence, a scarecrow…
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PART TWO:

5. Use Crayola water-based markers to add some colour to the pumpkins
6. Go over the marker with a watery brush to dilute and blend the colours
7. BACKGROUND - Wet the ‘sky’ portion of the paper
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Consider the effect you want (time of day, weather, mood…) and choose colours accordingly.  Apply watercolour to paint the sky.

PROCESS…
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Getting started…
      
 Look at, touch and study pumpkins:

· Notice the shape.  
· What kind of lines do you see?  Follow the lines with your finger.  
· What textures do you notice?
2. Try some OBSERVATIONAL DRAWINGS of pumpkins, recording the lines, shapes and textures that you see.
3. Lightly plan your still life.  Fill the space/page, creating an observational drawing of a pumpkin using pencil.
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4. Introduce oil pastel (TIP:  demo how to wipe first with paper towel for ‘clean’ colour) 
5. Determine the direction of the LIGHT SOURCE and notice how this affects the colour and value (shadows and highlights)
6. Use at least 2 analagous colours for each part of the pumpkin (e.g. yellow and light green for the stem) to 

             create dimension.
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            Analagous colours (side-by-side or “neighbours” on the colour wheel)
TIP:  Apply the colour  to follow the shape of the object  (e.g. rounded strokes to show rounded surfaces)
